I have talked a lot about trusting God and trusting Jesus.  Most Sundays, I proclaim that 
you should put your trust in the promises made by Jesus in the Gospels. 
 
How can we trust a spirit that we cannot see or hear, a spirit that appeals to our spirit?  
How can we trust in promises made some 2,000 years ago, promises that seem to be in 
some type of time warp? 
 
Trusting God is believing that God will do what he says He will do.  Our greatest proof in 
this belief: God said he would send his Son to reconcile sinners.  He sent Jesus. 
 
God said he would raise his Son from the tomb.  We believe that Jesus walked out of the 
tomb on the third day. 
 
The great author, Ernest Hemingway said, ñThe best way to find out if you can trust some-
body is to trust them.ò  That is what Jesus told his disciples, ñTrust in God; trust also in 
me.ò 
 
Perhaps the most famous trapeze artist in the world is a man by the name of Rodleigh Ste-
vens.  He is one of the few trapeze artists that works without any safety net whatsoever.  He 
is so good at his trade that movie companies use him for consulting all over the world and 
he has become an expert on stunt coordination and aerial awareness.   
 
He once described what it was like to be suspended in air, hurtling through space, waiting 
for the right split second to grab his partner so he would not fall to his death.  He said, 
"When I fly to my partner I have simply to stretch out my arms and hands and wait for him 
to catch me and pull me safely over the apron behind the catch bar.  You see the worst 
thing a flyer can do is to try and catch the catcher.  Do not try to grab him; he will grab you.  
Just stretch out your arms and hands and trust, trust, trust." 
 
No matter where you are in your life right now, there is an invisible hand stretched out to 
you.  A hand that is waiting to save you and give you eternal life, waiting to pick you up 
from the depths of depression and discouragement, waiting to get involved in a marriage 
that is falling apart, a family that is disintegrating, a situation that you think is impossible 
and all you need to do is to take that hand of power with your hand of trust and simply say 
ï I Trust in God. 
 
You do not have to try to catch God ï God will catch you!  I Trust in God!          Amen.

The first quarter newsletter had a list of items that are NOT good ones to include in the shoe-

boxes as written by a missionary working in a foreign country that received these shoeboxes. 

There are some contradictions with the list provided by Samaritanôs Purse on the next page. 

Please use your best judgment when selecting items.  Hereôs a reprint of that list: 

¶ Anything with instructions in English, even if it seems simple to you. 

¶ Any toy that is not universally recognizable (We have seen kids receive matching memory 

card games - a great idea but with no one to explain it to them, they are wasted.) 

¶ Yo-yo's (They don't know what it is here.) 

¶ Play-dough (Kids here have no idea what it is for.) 

¶ Gloves, winter hats (You don't know whether your box will end up in Siberia or Senegal.) 

¶ Stuffed animals (You can't know what the animal will signify in the culture your box 

reaches.) 

¶ Stickers or temporary tattoos (Kids don't have anywhere to stick the stickers, and often 

the pictures don't make sense or connect with their world. For example, cute puppy stickers 

don't make much sense in a Muslim country because dogs are considered unclean in Islam.) 

¶ T-shirts with words or pictures on them (Would you want to wear a shirt with something 

unknown written on it? And again, pictures have different meanings in different cultures. 

Stick with solid colors, stripes, or pretty designs. 

¶ Anything cheap or fragile (One box had a white skinned, red-haired porcelain doll in it...) 

Two of the 10-year old boys in our Sunday School class got adult sized XL t-shirts in their 

boxes that were obviously left over from an event. They were brand new and will be worn by 

some adult in the household, but in my opinion, they would have been better donated to Good 

Will or the Salvation Army. Approach filling a shoebox like you would approach picking out a 

gift for a friend's child, not as an opportunity to unload stuff you don't want.
